The new facility will be 15,000 square feet of space and accommodate up to 18 transit vans. More
importantly, due to the configuration of the building and the land that we own, CTN can add on in the
future – ultimately constructing a 36,000 square foot facility that would more  than triple our current
fleet. The decision to operate two locations was because of the improved efficiencies we can realize in
routes serving east Allen County and southeast Fort Wayne.

CTN was created in 2000 by other local organizations and funders to address the transportation needs
of multiple transit dependent populations supplemental to mass transit. CTN’s mission is to provide
dependable and efficient transportation so no one is left behind. Populations served include seniors,
persons with disabilities, low income families, children, and youth. It is a unique private, nonprofit
organization transportation business model.We can focus our efforts for the impact and forge
partnerships and sponsorships to make it happen. CTN can more effectively use the community’s
transportation resources than each agency providing their own service. 

YOUR IMPACT
CTN is seeking to close the $455,354 capital gift gap from foundations as well as individuals. These
gifts would place us at our 80% funded threshold to start construction. More importantly, this gift will
leave a lasting impact on CTN and create the space needed to support our community for many years
to come.
